The climate of the country is milder than that of Europe. It is warm in winter and it is cool in summer in Great Britain. It rains more often than it snows. The highest mountains are in the north and west of the country. There are a lot of beautiful lakes and rives in Great Britain. London, its capital, is situated on the river Thames. It is a large seaport and cultural center.
 Great Britain is a monarchy. But the power of the Queen ( or the King ) is limited by the parliament.
